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    “But the Greatest of These…is Love” 

 
 Tony Vincent will be preaching on Sunday, February 14th about “tough 

love,” and I will be continuing the theme of “love” into our Wednesday night Bible study time dur-
ing the season of Lent.  We will be looking at 1 Cor. 13.  This is one of the best-known passages in 
all of scripture.  “The Love Chapter,” as it is often called, will be our guide in exploring the mean-
ing and dimensions of love.  As we move toward the cross in Lent, we will see Jesus’ love for us 
displayed.  Hopefully through our study, we will learn more and more how to love as Jesus loved. 
 
 What is love?  The word “love” may be the most ambiguous words in our English vocabu-
lary.  We use the word love to mean so many different things.  In the English language, there is only 
one word for “love.”  But in the ancient Greek language, several words were used for love.  Eros 
was used to describe the love of desire or passion.  Storge was used to describe the kind of affection 
found in a family.  Philia was primarily used to describe the feeling of friendship.  Agape was sel-
dom used outside the New Testament, but it was the key word to express the distinctive Christian 
meaning of love. 
 
 To define agape love, Paul and the New Testament writers defined it in terms of Jesus.  
What we see in Jesus is a reflection of God’s attitude toward us.  We see in Jesus how God cares for 
us and acts toward us.  Paul describes love as “a more excellent way.”  He addressed five specific 
gifts within the Corinthian community, but suggested that the controlling force for all gifts was 
love. 
 
 John tells us about God’s nature in saying that “God is love.”  When we love, we align our-
selves with God.  John also reminds us that, “We love because God has first loved us.”  Jesus said, 
“By this shall all people know that you are my disciples, if you love one another.”  
 
 I hope you’ll come on Wednesdays throughout Lent as we talk about love and learn to walk 
The More Excellent Way.
