 During June and July, you may have noticed that I am preaching on a lot of different 

characters from the book of Genesis.  Much of the Bible pertains to people and their relation-

ships.  As you listen to their stories, I hope that you will listen for God at work in your own 

story.  Relating past experiences of others to our own lives can often enable us to gain insight 

and foresight into trusting God more explicitly!   

 

 These stories also teach us some important insights about God---God’s character and 

attributes, as well as what God values, and the way God moves in the lives of people and na-

tions.  Paul wrote about why we have biblical stories and examples when he said that the 

scriptures were written for our benefit “so that through endurance and the encouragement of 

the Scriptures we might have hope.” (Rom. 15:4) 

 

 I pray that we never lose our appreciation of our heritage and the blessings and lessons 

of the past.  Because we are “surrounded by a great cloud of witnesses” (Heb. 12:1), we can 

be encouraged that other people of faith have walked similar paths that we face today.  We 

can be strengthened to learn lessons of the past so that we do not repeat past mistakes.
