The secular and the Christian calendar help us mark time. This time of the year, we think
about three important seasons on the Christian calendar. First, Advent marks the beginning of
the year. It includes 4 Sundays preceding Christmas and closes with Christmas Eve. It is a sea-
son of expectation and anticipation. We await the advent of our Lord in the flesh, the advent of
our Lord in the Spirit, and the advent of our Lord in the glorious end of time.

Second, we enter the season of Christmastide after Advent. It celebrates the birth of Jesus
and highlights the Incarnation. The season includes Christmas Day and the following one or two
Sundays. It concludes January 5, the day before Epiphany, hence the expression “the twelve
days of Christmas.”

Finally, we celebrate Epiphany on a specific date, January 6. The season of Epiphany ex-
tends from then until Lent. Epiphany means “manifestation” and in Christian usage refers to the
manifestation of God in Jesus Christ. In the Eastern Church, Epiphany represents the birth and
baptism of Jesus and our Lord’s first miracle. In the Western Church, Epiphany celebrates the
visit of the Wise Men who manifested God in Jesus Christ to the Gentiles. Next to Easter,
Epiphany is the oldest of the Christian festivals. Its emphasis is on God’s redemptive revelation,
and so it is an appropriate time to focus on the missionary task of the church.

The Christian calendar helps us to mark time and think about God’s revelation to our
world, but life is about more than just marking time. It’s about living in the time we have been
given. As the secular calendar marks a New Year, I hope you’ll think about how God is working
in your life right now. Are there things you need to change? Are there things you need to em-
phasize this year? What kind of New Year’s resolutions might you make in your faith walk?
Where is God calling you and what might God be asking you to do? As we begin the season of
Epiphany, how can you be on mission for God? Make the most of the time we have been given
and find ways to grow in your faith and serve God!
